
It cannot be stressed too strongly that the cut grass should always be raked off and
removed. If it is left it will smother the weaker wildflowers and rot down to increase
the fertility and that will encourage docks, nettles and coarse grasses.
Herbicides should not be used except perhaps on the main path, though the easiest and
cheapest way to maintain the path might simply be by regular close mowing. If
herbicides are used elsewhere they will create bare areas that are then susceptible to
colonization by nettles and docks. Also they may kill non-target species.
